  Special Called Session

Mayor Ken Freeman called the meeting to order. Prayer was offered by Gay Corley, followed by the Pledge of Allegiance led by Mayor Freeman.
Open for Public Comment relating to any item on agenda which requires council vote: Wayne Turner asked 
The purpose of the meeting:      
1.  Garbage Collection:  Mayor Freeman presented the council with an estimate showing that instead of renewing the contract with Waste Connections and going up on customer’s water bills $4.60 per month we could go into garbage business ourselves and it would reduce the customer’s bills by $7.00 per month.  Motion to approve was made by Corley; seconded by Jackson.  Passed  Unanimously. 
2.  Resolution #10 of 2019 - Vote to have police chief appointed by Mayor and Council:  Mayor Freeman reported that we have been working with our Chief for a year now and we keep hearing complaints from citizens and law enforcement officers that the Chief is never there, he is not providing the leadership that they need, citizens do not feel safe in their homes due to the recent rise in crime, large turnover rate within the Police Dept. to the point where they are constantly understaffed and cannot provide proper patrol or protection for the citizens.   The Chief has been advised by the Council to contact the Sheriff’s Office and State Troopers to assist in patrolling at night until the Chief can hire competent officers and both have expressed a willingness to help at this difficult time but the Chief has not acted upon these recommendations when last spoken to the Sheriff and State Troopers.  Recently the Chief has lied to the Council and to the public and two officers pointed out that he lies to them to the point that they feel compelled to body cam any of his instructions.  The Chief refuses to follow policy and delegates his responsibilities to people that have no authority to carry out those policies to the point it opens the citizens of Many up to lawsuits; and allowing use of public property for private use.  Motion to approve was made by Jackson; seconded by Brocato.  Passed Unanimously.

Motion to adjourn meeting was made by Gay Corley and seconded by Mary Brocato. Vote unanimous.
