3. Police – Reply to complaint letter refused to be signed by Chief:  Mayor Freeman explained that the complaint committee met on the officer complaint received from citizen Greg Bell; Chief Freeman was involved in the meeting and they voted; a letter was typed to send to the citizen to let him know what action was taken but Chief Freeman refused to sign it. Alderwoman Corley asked Town Clerk Amie Brown was there a witness to Chief Freeman refusing to sign it and she said it was just in front of her.  Alderwoman Corley suggested asking Chief Freeman to sign it again in front of at least two people so there will be a witness.
