June 7, 2019
  Special Called Session
The Mayor and Aldermen of the Town of Many met in special session, Friday, June 7, 2019 at 12:00 Noon at Town Hall.  Present were Mayor Ken Freeman, Mayor Pro-Tem James Kennedy, Council Members Gay Corley, Bobbie Jackson, Anita Darwin and Mary Brocato.  Also present were Town Clerk Amie Brown, Payroll Clerk Karla Williams, Police Chief Roger Freeman, Officer Carla Nicks, Robert Gentry, Laurie Gentry, Mary Perry, Shannon Hall and Cheryl Wooley.
Mayor Ken Freeman called the meeting to order. Prayer was offered by James Kennedy, followed by the Pledge of Allegiance led by Mayor Freeman.
Open for Public Comment relating to any item on agenda which requires council vote: None
The purpose of the meeting:      
1.  Human Resources:


a.) Appoint Human Resources Manager:  Motion was made by Brocato to appoint  
Payroll Clerk
Karla Williams; seconded by Jackson.  Passed Unanimously.


b.) Approve changes to employment application – Add to ask for email 
address, Add to ask if you have a diploma or GED, Remove the sentence asking 
if ever been arrested and change to ask if ever been convicted and added the 
authorization form to obtain a consumer report as part of the Fair Credit 
Reporting Act:  Motion was made by Corley; seconded by Jackson.  Passed 
Unanimously.



c.) Approve changes to personnel policy: Mayor asked to be tabled to give the 
council time to go over the changes.


d.) Insurance for Police Department – Personnel Policy:  Mayor asked to be 
tabled to give the council time to go over the changes.


e.) Hire company to do background checks for HR Department:  Karla Williams 
recommended Southern Research.  Motion was made by Corley; seconded by 
Jackson. Passed Unanimously.
2. Vote to change the name of the Police Dept. Complaint Committee to Employee Complaint Committee:  Motion was made by Corley; seconded by Jackson.  Passed Unanimously.  
3. Introduce Ordinance #11 of 2019 – All employees must have a job description including police department:  Passed with a motion by Corley; seconded by Jackson.  Passed Unanimously.  
4.   Introduce Ordinance #12 of 2019 – Amend Budget Changes for FY 2018-2019:  Passed with a motion by Darwin; seconded by Brocato.  Passed Unanimously.  

5.  Introduce Ordinance #13 of 2019 – Annual Budget for FY 2019-2020:  After discussion and making two changes motion was made by Corley; seconded by Brocato.  Passed Unanimously.

6.  Resolution #6 of 2019 – LCDBG grant application $744,000 – Sewer Drying Beds:  Motion was made by Corley; seconded by Jackson.  Passed Unanimously.

7.  Resolution #7 of 2019 – Cooperative Endeavor Agreement with Sabine Parish Police Jury – McFarland and Henry Streets - $17,500.00:  Motion was made by Brocato; seconded by Jackson.  Passed Unanimously.

8.  Resolution #8 of 2019 – Cooperative Endeavor Agreement with Sabine Parish Police Jury – Replacing two 48” culverts on Detention Center Road:  Motion was made by Corley; seconded by Jackson.  Passed Unanimously.

9.  Award bid for patching potholes – Delta Sealcoating Plus - $52,440.00 – Payment schedule is to pay 10% up front, 40% on 6/7/19 and 10% each week for 5 weeks when the job is finished:  Motion was made by Corley; seconded by Jackson.  Passed Unanimously.

10. Police Issues:  Discussions about procedures of turning the police department over to the sheriff’s office; changing from an elected chief to an appointed chief; advised the Chief that he is to make recommendations to the Mayor and Board for appointment of police personnel, promotion of officers, to effect disciplinary action, and for dismissal of police personnel and we know of two promotions that were not brought before the board; police officers going to military and holding their positions open; police officer complaints; and social profiling.  It was also mentioned that the Chief has been advised to let his officers know that if a citizen refuses to sign a traffic citation do not take them to jail just write “refused to sign” on the ticket instead.

Motion to adjourn meeting was made at 1:02 PM by Gay Corley and seconded by James Kennedy. Vote unanimous.
