TOWN OF MANY

December 18, 2018
Regular Session
The Mayor and Aldermen of the Town of Many met in regular session, Tuesday, December 20 2018, at 5:15 p.m. at Town Hall.  Present were Mayor Ken Freeman, Mayor Pro-Tem James Kennedy, Council Members Gay Corley, Bobbie Jackson and Mary Brocato. Absent was Council Member Anita Darwin.  Also present were Town Clerk Amie Brown, Police Chief Roger Freeman, Detective Phillip Cutrer, Street Supervisor Mike Moore, Animal Control and Litter Officer Bobby Hughes, CPA Eugene Fremaux and James Ballard, Auditor with Payne, Moore & Herrington
Mayor Pro-Tem James Kennedy called the meeting to order due to Mayor Freeman running a few minutes late.  Prayer was offered by Mrs. Bobbie Jackson, followed by the Pledge of Allegiance led by Mr. James Kennedy.
Minutes:  Minutes for November 20, 2018 Regular session meeting and minutes for December 7, 2018 Special called meeting was approved as written with a motion by Gay Corley; seconded by Bobbie Jackson.  Vote unanimous.  
Amend Agenda:  Mr. Kennedy requested to move #1 under New Business above Old Business so that Mr. Ballard could get on the road back home; Passed unanimously with a motion by Gay Corley; seconded by Bobbie Jackson.

Old Business:  
1.   Adopt Ordinance #11 of 2018 – Amending Animal Control:  After some discussion and a few changes made, the ordinance passed with a motion by Jackson; seconded by Brocato. Vote Unanimous. 
2.   Employee Insurance Renewal – Blue Cross Blue Shield – Decrease of <5.7%> from last year: Passed with a motion by Corley to renew with Blue Cross Blue Shield; seconded by Jackson.  Vote unanimous. 
New Business:  
1.  Payne, Moore & Herrington Audit Report for Fiscal Year Ending 6/30/2018: James     Ballard with Payne, Moore & Herrington, LLC presented the 2017/2018 Audit Report to the council.  Report was accepted as written with a motion by Kennedy; seconded by Corley. Vote Unanimous.

Appoint member for the Zoning Commission – Dean Crittenden: Passed with a motion by Corley; seconded by Kennedy. Vote Unanimous. 
  3.  Reports: Council was presented with the Profit & Loss Performance Budget for November, 2018; the Payables Log for November 2018 with evidence of invoices paid; balanced & reconciled Bank Statements for November 2018; Overtime report through November 2018; Verification of Federal & Louisiana Taxes paid for November 2018; and Verification of Insurance paid for November 2018.   All reports were accepted as written with a motion by Corley and seconded by Jackson.   Vote unanimous. 
4.   Chief’s Report:  Police Chief Freeman presented a report to the Council on activity for the last 30 days for Many Police Department.  Mayor Freeman asked to list the number of warrants and how many have been executed on the report.
5.   Sales Tax Report:  Gay Corley reported an increase of 7.68% over November, 2017.
6.   Tourism Report:  Bobbie Jackson reported there was no tourist meeting this month.
7.  Christmas: Mayor Freeman commended the committee on their hard work in providing numerous, various events in the town stating that he has attended many of the events and has enjoyed them. Gay Corley reminded everyone about the reception this Saturday at Noon, and for committee members and council members to be here around 11:00; the parade line-up will start at 1:00 with the parade starting at 2:00; the floats and golf carts will be here Thursday; the annual Bucky Slay Memorial fireworks at 6:00 at the Fairgrounds; James Wagley and the Turn-Ups will play at 4:15 at the Fairgrounds; the annual kids Christmas party at the Many Community Center showing the movie Star, and Santa Claus will be present at 7:00; and Uptown Jazz will be playing at Bayou Crawfish. Mayor Freeman invited everyone to Tommy Dunigan’s home for food, drinks and fellowship immediately following the parade until  5:30, from there everyone will meet at the Methodist Church to board the floats to be driven down to the Fairgrounds to watch the fireworks display and sing Christmas carols; from there you will be brought back to the Methodist Church.  Mayor Freeman reported that Mrs. Corley announced to him earlier that day that she is resigning as of December 31st, 2018 as Chairperson of the Christmas Committee.

Airport:  Mayor Freeman gave a report that we are back in for federal funding; we were picked this year as the best run airport for a town our size in the state of Louisiana for the fifth year in a row; when other airports do not spend grant money that has been budgeted by a certain time of the year they give it to other airports and we have received several million dollars from this extra money; jet planes will be able to land here within the next 2 ½ years. 
9.    Zoning:  Amie Brown reported there was no zoning meeting this month.  
10. Grant Report:  A list of current grants was provided by grant writer Bobby Hughes.  Mayor Freeman reported that new hire Karla Williams will do some research for a grant writer.  
11. Street:  Mayor Freeman introduced Mike Moore as the new Street Superintendent. Mike reported that they are working on getting ready for the parade and that a vendor is coming in tomorrow to show a new process on filling potholes.  
12. Animal Control: Bobby Hughes was called out earlier during the meeting therefore he was not available to give a report.
13. Water:  Mayor Freeman reported that Water Superintendent, Josh Darden, was out sick and that he has been doing a good job learning and that he fixed the leaks out on Highway 6 that had been leaking for a while. Alderwoman Corley asked how Atmos had been doing with our water lines lately.  Mayor Freeman reported that another sewer line and water line had been broken and they will be here until next September. 
Alderman Kennedy made a motion that the offices be closed Wednesday, December 26, 2018 as an additional day off for Christmas since the employees work the Christmas festival on Saturday, December 22, 2018.  Mayor Freeman stated that the office would already be closed on Monday, December 24th and Tuesday, December 25th and we needed to be open for the public on Wednesday the 26th.  Alderwoman Corley asked what days we are closed for New Year’s and it was stated by Clerk, Amie Brown, that we are closed on Tuesday for New Year’s Day. Mayor Freeman stated that a motion could be made to allow the employees off on Monday, December 31st for New Year’s Eve.  Motion was made by Jackson to allow employees off on New Year’s Eve; seconded by Kennedy.  Vote unanimous.
