Regular Session
The Mayor and Aldermen of the Town of Many met in regular session, Tuesday, November 20 2018, at 5:15 p.m. at Town Hall.  Present were Mayor Ken Freeman, Council Members Gay Corley, James Kennedy and Anita Darwin.  Absent were Mayor Pro-Tem Barbara Peterson and Council Member Bobbie Jackson.  Also present were Town Clerk Amie Brown, Police Chief Roger Freeman, Officer Carla Nicks, Street Supervisor David Smith, Water Superintendent Joshua Darden and Bobby Hughes.
Mayor Ken Freeman called the meeting to order.  Prayer was offered by Anita Darwin, followed by the Pledge of Allegiance led by Mayor Freeman.
Minutes:  Minutes for October 16, 2018 Regular session meeting was approved as written with a motion by Gay Corley; seconded by James Kennedy.  Vote unanimous.

4.    Agreement with Hach Company – Annual Service Agreement to service equipment at the water plant $7,112.04:  Passed with a motion by Kennedy; seconded by Darwin. Vote Unanimous.

Coordinating Development Corporation (CDC) – Annual Membership dues of $2,550.00:  Declined with a motion by Corley; seconded by Darwin. Vote Unanimous.

USA grant – Withdraw application of $90,000.00 for museum:  Passed with a motion by Kennedy; seconded by Darwin. Vote Unanimous.

Discussion on layout of customer’s water bills:  Gay Corley suggested changing the layout of customer’s water bills so that it will be easier to read.  Mayor Freeman told her to get a rough draft together and have ready to present at the January council meeting. 
8.    Reports: Council was presented with the Profit & Loss Performance Budget for October, 2018; the Payables Log for October 2018 with evidence of invoices paid; balanced & reconciled Bank Statements for October 2018; Overtime report through October 2018; Verification of Federal & Louisiana Taxes paid for October 2018; and Verification of Insurance paid for October 2018.   All reports were accepted as written with a motion by Corley and seconded by Kennedy.   Vote unanimous. 
9.   Chief’s Report:  Police Chief Freeman presented a report to the Council on activity for the last 30 days for Many Police Department.  Chief Freeman reported that the department is in need of new vests and a pack porch.  Mayor Freeman said the materials for the back porch could be purchased out of the General Fund.  
10.   Sales Tax Report:  Gay Corley reported a decrease of <5.35%> over October, 2017 and gave a report from the last litter meeting.

12.  Christmas: Gay Corley presented a copy of the Christmas meeting minutes from October 31, 2018 and gave a report on upcoming Christmas events

16. Street:  David Smith reported that Highway 171 is being cut and Christmas decorations are being put up.  Alderman Kennedy suggested a new dump truck for the Street Dept.

18. Water:  Josh Darden reported that they have been working on sewer problems.  Mayor Freeman reported that the water department has been installing new meters and have fixed leaks on Texas Highway.
