October 16, 2018
Regular Session
The Mayor and Aldermen of the Town of Many met in regular session, Tuesday, October 16 2018, at 5:15 p.m. at Town Hall.  Present were Mayor Ken Freeman, Council Members Gay Corley, Bobbie Jackson, James Kennedy and Barbara Peterson.  Absent was Anita Darwin.  Also present were Town Clerk Amie Brown, Police Chief Roger Freeman, Officer Carla Nicks, Street Supervisor Bobby Hughes and Water Superintendent Joshua Darden.
Mayor Ken Freeman called the meeting to order.  Prayer was offered by Gay Corley, followed by the Pledge of Allegiance led by Mayor Freeman.
Minutes:  Minutes for September 18, 2018 Regular session meeting was approved as written with a motion by Bobbie Jackson; seconded by James Kennedy.  Vote unanimous.  
Amend Agenda:  Add Resolution #15 of 2018 – Capital Improvement Plan for the Airport under Airport with a motion by Barbara Peterson; seconded by Bobbie Jackson.
Open to Public Comments relating to items on agenda: Nancy Richard and Debbie Rose expressed their concerns in regards to the trap-neuter-release program for the local feral cats.

New Business:  
1. Resolution #14 of 2018 – Sabine Parish Police Jury, Cooperative Endeavor Agreement, $3,000.00 donation to the Museum: Passed with a motion by Corley; seconded by Jackson. Vote Unanimous.

Vote to renew Building Insurance – Phares Lites & Walsworth - $11,131.92: Passed with a motion by Kennedy; seconded by Peterson. Vote Unanimous.

3.  New Policy and procedure for bulk water sales:  Passed with a motion to accept by Jackson; seconded by Corley. Vote Unanimous.

4.    List of permits issued for the third quarter of 2018:  A list of permits issued by Jim Freeland’s office was provided to the council.
5.  Reports: Council was presented with the Profit & Loss Performance Budget for September, 2018; the Payables Log for September 2018 with evidence of invoices paid; balanced & reconciled Bank Statements for September 2018; Overtime report through September 2018; Verification of Federal & Louisiana Taxes paid for September 2018; and Verification of Insurance paid for September 2018.   All reports were accepted as written with a motion by Corley and seconded by Jackson.   Vote unanimous. 
6.   Chief’s Report:  Police Chief Freeman presented a report to the Council on activity for the last 30 days for Many Police Department.  Chief Freeman asked the council’s approval to hire a temporary part-time employee in Mrs. White’s position while she is out ill.  Passed with a motion by Corley: seconded by Peterson.  Vote unanimous. 
7.    Sales Tax Report:  Gay Corley reported an increase of 7.28% over September, 2017
8.   Tourism Report:  Bobbie Jackson gave a report about upcoming tournaments and events.  Passed with a motion to accept by Kennedy; seconded by Peterson.  Vote unanimous. 
9.  Christmas: Gay Corley presented a copy of the Christmas meeting minutes from September 18, 2018 to the Mayor and Council and stated that another meeting was held at Noon today. Also presented to the Mayor and Council was a calendar of events which will be finalized October 31st and asked that if anything needed to be added to let her know.  Alderwoman Corley stated that the committee has dwindled down to just a handful; they are still working on the sound system for the float and the stage; the Fairgrounds will be packed with activities and entertainment for everyone including a virtual gaming truck; there will be no help from Fort Polk this year; shirts can be ordered up until October 31st; on November 24th Santa will be at Bayou Crawfish for the public to come, the Playmates Band will be playing and there will also be radio coverage; the Christmas lights will be turned on Friday, November 23rd.

Airport: Resolution #15 of 2018 – Capital Improvement Plan for the Airport:  Passed with a motion by Jackson; seconded by Corley.  Vote unanimous.  Mayor Freeman announced that the airport is moving along to be put back into the FAA’s funding next month to get the runway extension and improvements completed.  
11. Zoning – James Stewart – 1535 Sylvan St. – Placement of a brand new 32x60   double-wide mobile home:  Recommendation was made by the Zoning Commission to approve the application. Passed with a motion by Kennedy; seconded by Corley. Vote Unanimous.  
12.  Grant Report:  A list of current grants was provided by grant writer Ashley Garcie.  
13. Street:  Bobby Hughes reported that they are almost complete with the Main Street repairs and that he still needs lists from the council of streets in their districts that need to be repaired. 
14. Animal Control: Mayor Freeman asked Bobby Hughes to report each month how many animals have been picked up. Bobby said he would from now on.  
15. Water:  Josh Darden reported that they have been replacing meters and Westin Services has been de-watering the sludge at the sewer plant.  Mayor Freeman reported that they have been fixing leaks on Highway 6 and that drastic changes are being made at the water and sewer plants and within the water department which includes maintenance reports being turned in once a month reporting that all maintenance and repairs are being done.
