September 18, 2018
Regular Session
The Mayor and Aldermen of the Town of Many met in regular session, Tuesday, September 18 2018, at 5:15 p.m. at Town Hall.  Present were Mayor Ken Freeman, Council Members Gay Corley, Bobbie Jackson, James Kennedy and Anita Darwin.  Absent was Mayor Pro-Tem Barbara Peterson.  Also present were Town Clerk Amie Brown, Police Chief Roger Freeman, Officer Carla Nicks and Street Supervisor Bobby Hughes.
Mayor Ken Freeman called the meeting to order.  Prayer was offered by James Kennedy, followed by the Pledge of Allegiance led by Mayor Freeman.
Minutes:  Minutes for August 21, 2018 Regular session meeting was approved as written with a motion by Gay Corley; seconded by Bobbie Jackson.  Vote unanimous.  
Amend Agenda:  None
Open to Public Comments relating to items on agenda: Debbie Rose and Nancy Richard expressed their concerns in regards to the trap-neuter-release program for the local feral cats. 
Guest(s):   Jeff Morrow, Executive Director, Sabine Council on Aging – Mr. Morrow provided the Mayor and Council with a strategic plan survey to be filled out and turned back in.  The survey gives feedback on what services are offered or not offered and what they can improve upon. 
Old Business:  
1.   Parish Wide Trash Bash set for September 22nd – 8:00am-12:00pm:  Mayor Freeman reminded the council members that the trash bash would be this Saturday and city crews will be going around picking up trash.

3.   Reports: Council was presented with the Profit & Loss Performance Budget for August, 2018; the Payables Log for August 2018 with evidence of invoices paid; balanced & reconciled Bank Statements for August 2018; Overtime report through August 2018; Verification of Federal & Louisiana Taxes paid for August 2018; and Verification of Insurance paid for August 2018.   All reports were accepted as written with a motion by   Corley and seconded by Jackson.   Vote unanimous. 
4.   Chief’s Report:  Police Chief Freeman presented a report to the Council on activity for the last 30 days for Many Police Department.  
5.    Sales Tax Report:  Gay Corley reported an increase of 3.24% over August, 2017
6.    Tourist Report:  Bobbie Jackson gave a report that room night sales are up 13% over last year; currently doing two forms of internet marketing; the motorcycle poker run is November 9th-13th; Sabine Parish/Toledo Bend received the Lt. Governor’s award for Certified Retirement Ready Community; Bassmaster Open scheduled for February 2019; Kayak Bassin’ TV to film tournament event October 25th-27th; Cypress Bend Golf Course has been open for 22 years now; and the lunker art fish are being redone.
7.   Christmas:  Gay Corley presented a copy of the Christmas meeting minutes from August 31, 2018 and September 5, 2018 to the Mayor and Council. They had another meeting today.  Everything is on schedule and everyone is working hard.  It has been confirmed that Pete Abington will be the emcee and they have the judges.  They are still taking orders for t-shirts.  Santa will be at Bayou Crawfish on November 24th with the musicians.  The parade will be on December 22nd at 2:00 P.M. and fairground events are immediately following the parade.  Mayor Freeman added that the Christmas lights are coming along; Mandy Cathey has met with us and gave ideas; Anne Boyens has been working with Sandra and they have been to Shreveport to purchase supplies; and Bobby is working with Cleco to get plugs put up.

Airport: Mayor Freeman announced that the airport is still on target to be put back into the FAA’s spending cycle next month.  We are 40% finished with the airport runway extension so that jet planes can land out there.

10. Grant Report:  A list of current grants was provided by grant writer Ashley Garcie.  
11. Street:  Bobby Hughes reported that they started repairing Main Street this week that was damaged by HIS Pipeline.  Mayor Freeman reminded council to give a list of streets in their districts that need to be repaired.

13. Water:  Mayor Freeman reported that he has hired three new employees for the water department and will get them properly trained.  He stated that he went out to the water and sewer plants and made a list of things that needed to be replaced or repaired and we are in the process of getting that done and that he has created daily, weekly, monthly, semi-annual and annual maintenance checklists which are to be filled out and turned in to the mayor.  Mayor Freeman also stated that we are working on a renovation project which includes automatic meter reading.
