Regular Session

Police Chief DeWayne Brumley, Officer Carla Nicks, Detective Phillip Cutrer and Street Supervisor Bobby Hughes.
Mayor Ken Freeman called the meeting to order.  Prayer was offered by Gay Corley, followed by the Pledge of Allegiance led by Mayor Freeman.

19. Reports: Council was presented with the Profit & Loss Performance Budget for June, 2018; the Payables Log for June 2018 with evidence of invoices paid; balanced & reconciled Bank Statements for June 2018; Overtime report through June 2018; Verification of Federal & Louisiana Taxes paid for June 2018; and Verification of Insurance paid for June 2018.   All reports were accepted as written with a motion by   Corley and seconded by Peterson.   Vote unanimous. 
20.  Chief’s Report:  Police Chief Freeman presented a report to the Council on activity for the last 30 days for Many Police Department.  
21. Sales Tax Report:  Gay Corley reported an increase of 10.73% over June, 2017.
22. Tourist Report:  Bobbie Jackson presented a report to the Mayor and Council. 
23. Christmas:  Gay Corley presented a copy of the Christmas meeting minutes from July 11, 2018 to the Mayor and Council.  The next meeting is July 24th at Noon at City Hall.  They are finalizing their logo and design so they can go ahead and get t-shirts and invitations ordered.

Airport: Mayor Freeman announced that we are back in the Federal FAA’s pocket in September.  Things are looking really well and hoping in another three years jet planes will be able to land out there.

26. Grant Report:  A list of current grants was provided by grant writer Ashley Garcie.  
27. Street:  Bobby Hughes reported that street repairs are being done.  Mayor Freeman asked each council member to give him a list of pot holes in their districts and also a road in their district they want fixed this year.  Alderman James Kennedy asked who was responsible for all the road damage being done by Atmos Energy.  Mayor Freeman reported that he sent a letter to Atmos and also the contractor and that we expect them to repair the roads back to our standards and also that Bobby Hughes is taking pictures and making a list of all the damages made.  Mayor Freeman also reported that after sending several letters and making numerous phone calls to KCS they will be repairing the railroad tracks at Highway 6 West starting on August 15th.
28. Animal Control: Bobby Hughes thanked the council for adopting the animal ordinance and Alderwoman Corley announced that she would give a copy to the sales tax commission.
29. Water: Mayor Freeman reported the water department is currently reading water meters and the number of cutoffs last month was 32 which is way down from when we first started.
