May 15, 2018
Regular Session
The Mayor and Aldermen of the Town of Many met in regular session, Tuesday, May 15, 2018, at 5:15 p.m. at Town Hall.  Present were Mayor Ken Freeman, Mayor Pro-Tem Barbara Peterson; Council Members Gay Corley, Bobbie Jackson and James Kennedy. Absent was Anita Darwin.   Also present were Town Clerk Amie Brown, Police Chief Roger Freeman and Street Supervisor Bobby Hughes.
Mayor Ken Freeman called the meeting to order.  Prayer was offered by Gay Corley, followed by the Pledge of Allegiance led by Mayor Freeman.
Minutes:  Minutes for April 17, 2018 Regular session meeting was approved as written with a motion by Gay Corley; seconded by Bobbie Jackson.  Vote unanimous.                   
Amend Agenda:  Mayor Freeman asked to add issuing a permit for the Lupus walk on Saturday with a motion by Corley to issue the permit and seconded by Kennedy.  All in favor.  Alderman Kennedy asked to discuss putting a drop box at the drive-thru window for water payments and Mayor Freeman said he would take care of getting that done.  Alderwoman Corley asked to add discussion of ordinance for store fronts and Mayor Freeman asked Bobby Hughes to approach the owners of the store front and ask them to move items by Friday or the City would be sending a demand letter.  Alderwoman Corley asked to add Website for the Town and Ordinance for the sale of animals. A motion was made by Corley to amend the agenda to add these items; seconded by Jackson.  All in favor.

1.   Adopt Ordinance #2 of 2018 – Backflow Prevention Plan:  Passed with a motion by Peterson; seconded by Kennedy. Vote Unanimous.

Resolution #3 of 2018 – Surplus Property Sale: Passed with a motion by Peterson; seconded by Corley. Vote Unanimous. 
3.   Discussion with Police Dept. about the ballpark bathrooms:  Chief Freeman said he would have an officer to lock the bathrooms but needs more keys made.
4.   Reports: Council was presented with the Profit & Loss Performance Budget for April, 2018; the Payables Log for April 2018 with evidence of invoices paid; balanced & reconciled Bank Statements for April 2018; Overtime report through April 2018; Verification of Federal & Louisiana Taxes paid for April 2018; and Verification of Insurance paid for April 2018.   All reports were accepted as written with a motion by   Corley and seconded by Jackson.   Vote unanimous.
5.  Chief’s Report:  Police Chief Freeman presented a report to the Council on activity for the last 30 days for Many Police Department.  
6.  Sales Tax Report:  Gay Corley reported a decrease of <.28%> over April, 2017.  They will start doing random local audits. 
7. Tourist Report:  Bobbie Jackson reported that she went to the meeting but the meeting had been canceled. 
8. Christmas:  Gay Corley reported that the next meeting is May 23, 2018 at Noon.  She has asked new members to join.  Everything is on schedule right now. Fort Polk is on board again this year to help with sound and generators and helping set up at the Fairgrounds and helping with the parade route control.  Street Supervisor Bobby Hughes said a representative from Cleco called him about checking the plugs on the poles and they are going to meet.

Airport: Mayor Freeman gave a report that he was in Washington D.C. in March and we are back in the Federal FAA’s pocket in September for $4,000,000.00. President Trump has appointed a new secretary of rural development, Carrie Castille, and she called him and wants to meet with him in Alexandria on the 29th about the airport. We are now talking with the FAA about an Industrial Park at the site for aviation products and he thinks she has money to do that.  He has talked to the Building and Grounds Facilities Director at FAA for our district and he is to come and look at the property. 
10. Zoning:  None  
11. Grant Report:  A list of current grants was provided by grant writer Ashley Garcie.  
12. Street:  Gay Corley asked Bobby Hughes to check Miller Street.  Mayor Freeman reported that we have quite a bit of street repair work to be done and he will check the budget next month. 
13. Animal Control: Bobby Hughes stated that he is amending the animal control ordinance.
14. Water:  Mayor Freeman reported that the water department is doing ok and the cutoff list is way down from what it used to be.  Mayor Freeman stated that we had a major water break on Buffalo caused by a contractor and it was repaired and he said to make sure the council members are called when we have water breaks so they will know if they get phone calls about it.  We are putting a new process in place for the line locates to make sure they look at the plans and mark the parameter area.
15:  Website for the Town:  Gay Corley stated that she had been trying to find someone local to build us a website.  She will contact SatCom and the trade school.  She is thinking the cost to build it would be around $500.00 which Mayor Freeman approved. 
16: Ordinance for sale of animals: Gay Corley asked for clarification about the sale of animals in parking lots.  After discussion of permits, breeder’s licenses, and state laws, Mayor Freeman asked Bobby Hughes to do the research as part of amending the animal ordinance.
