TOWN OF MANY

January 23, 2018
Regular Session
The Mayor and Aldermen of the Town of Many met in regular session, Tuesday, January 23, 2018, at 5:15 p.m. at Town Hall.  Present were Mayor Ken Freeman, Mayor Pro-Tem Barbara Peterson; Council Members: Gay Corley, Bobbie Jackson, James Kennedy and Anita Darwin.  Also present were Town Clerk Amie Brown, Police Chief Roger Freeman, Officer Carla Nicks and Water Superintendent Rick McCurdy.
Mayor Ken Freeman called the meeting to order.  Prayer was offered by Gay Corley, followed by the Pledge of Allegiance led by Mayor Freeman.
Minutes:  Minutes for December 19, 2017 Regular session meeting was approved as written with a motion by Gay Corley; seconded by James Kennedy.  Vote Unanimous.                   
Amend Agenda:  Motion was made from James Kennedy to add the water line at Harrison Road; seconded by Corley.  Vote unanimous.  Item added as #16 under new business.
Open to Public Comments relating to items on agenda:  Shantrece Underwood-Hooker voiced her opinion that she is opposed to the zoning application for Delmar Derry to place a mobile home at 315 Lincoln Street

New Business:  
1.  Discussion on Litter:  Mayor Freeman announced that the annual “Get Off Your Fanny And Clean Up Many” Spring cleanup will be held in March and asked each council member that when we get more information on this to get groups together to help cleanup in their districts.  Mayor Freeman also asked the police department to help enforce our litter law and reminded the board that we do have a litter officer, Bobby Hughes, that has authority to issue tickets.  Councilwoman Corley asked if we would be able to get no littering signs to put up around town and the Mayor confirmed that we could.

Introduce Ordinance #1 of 2018 – R-1 District Zoning Exception:  Mayor Freeman asked to table this ordinance to the next council meeting until he can verify the wording with the Town attorney. Motion made by Corley to; seconded by Peterson. Vote unanimous. 
3. Coordinating Development Corporation (CDC) – Annual Membership dues of $2,550.00:  Motion made by Corley to deny paying these dues; seconded by Kennedy. Vote unanimous.
4.  Discussion about the agreement between the Town of Many and police officers going to Academy:  Mayor Freeman asked to amend the agreement to state “if the officer is leaving employment to go in the military they are not required to pay the money back so long as they return to employment with the Many Police Department when their service has ended”.  Passed with a motion by Corley; seconded by Peterson. Vote Unanimous.  
5. Reports: Council was presented with the Profit & Loss Performance Budget for December, 2017; the Payables Log for December 2017 with evidence of invoices paid; balanced & reconciled Bank Statements for December 2017; Overtime report through December 2017; Verification of Federal & Louisiana Taxes paid for December 2017; and Verification of Insurance paid for December 2017.   All reports were accepted as written with motion by Barbara Peterson and seconded by Anita Darwin.   Vote unanimous.
6.  Chief’s Report:  Police Chief Freeman presented a report to the Mayor and Council on   activity for the last 30 days for Many Police Department.
7.   Sales Tax Report:  Gay Corley reported an increase of 10.24% over December, 2016
8.   Tourism:  Barbara Peterson gave a report and also stated that they have 
9.  Economic Development:  James Kennedy gave a report that he is working on getting others on board

Airport:  Mayor Freeman reported that we are still on target on getting put back into FAA’s funding pool. He also said they have reminded him that our airport has been recognized by the state of Louisiana as the best run airport for a city our size in the state of Louisiana for five consecutive years. Mayor Freeman also reported that he plans to be in Washington in March and meet with the FAA again.
11. Zoning:  1775 E. Louisiana Ave. – Mottie Williams – Placement of 28x60 double-wide mobile home - Recommendation was made by the zoning commission to approve.  Passed with a motion by Darwin and seconded by Kennedy. Vote Unanimous. 

315 Lincoln St. – Delmar Derry – Placement of 16x28 single-wide mobile home - Recommendation was made by the zoning commission to approve.  Mayor Freeman asked to table this to next council meeting until it can be brought back to the zoning commission. Passed with a motion by Kennedy and seconded by Corley.  Vote Unanimous.

12.  Grant Report:   A list of current grants was provided
13. Street:  Mayor Freeman advised the council that Street Supervisor Bobby Hughes is currently training at the water plant and another employee is currently filling in and doing a good job.  Councilwoman Darwin asked about overlaying streets and the Mayor informed her that the money that was budgeted for this fiscal year has already been spent and we will have to wait and budget money again for the next fiscal year
14. Animal Control: Mayor Freeman advised the council that the animal control officer Bobby Hughes is currently training at the water plant. Councilwoman Corley asked the Mayor with Bobby training at the water plant how does that affect animal control and litter control and the Mayor stated that drinking water is a priority and we will take care of it as we can.
15.  Water:  Mayor Freeman advised council that Superintendent Rick McCurdy has turned in his resignation but with his short time here he was impressed with the fact that he brought problems forward that needs to be fixed and has asked Rick to stay on as a special projects person for a while and finish what he’s started; Bobby is training at the water plant for two weeks; Greg is retiring from the water plant at the end of the month; Joe and Channing are currently at water certification class; Codero will be going to water certification class in March; alot of the reports have been turned over to Cenla Environmental to take care of.  Councilman Kennedy asked about locking employees in for so many years after receiving their certifications. The Mayor asked that it be brought up again at next month’s council meeting since it is not on the agenda. 
16.  Water line on Harrison Road:  Councilman Kennedy said he was contacted by Roger Clay about the Town running a water line to his property since it does not go all the way down the street.  Mayor Freeman said we could not because he is not in the city limits but that he could follow the Town’s procedure which is to pay, at his own expense, the Town to hook his line up to our line and the Town has be the one to do the connection. Mr. Kennedy said he would let him know.
